SNOW EMERGENCY PoLICY — In a snow emergency, we have slightly different parking rules for Main
Street (all of 9]) and the rest of the Village. For Main Street we ask that while it is snowing you
park on the east side of the street (the
to the west side. For everyone else in the village we use the odd/even system so that the plows
don’ t h az¥gen aid @ut &f pagked cars on both sides of the street. On odd days we ask
that you NOT park on the odd side of the street. On even days we ask that you NOT park on the
even side of the street. If you live at a dead end we ask that you not use that space for parking so
the plows can push the snow to the end of the street.
