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SNOW EMERGENCY POLICY

In a snow emergency,
there are different park-
ing rules for the Village.
For Main Street (all of
9]) we ask that while it is
snowing you park on
the east side of the street
(the Village Hall side).
Once the snow stops,
you move to the west
side. For everyone else
in the village we use the
odd/even system so that
the plows don’t have to
zigzag in and out of
parked cars on both
sides of the street. On
odd days we ask that
you NOT park on the
odd side of the street.
On even days we ask
that you NOT park on
the even side of the
street. If you live at a
dead end, please do not
use that space for park-
ing because the plows
need to push the snow
to the end of the street.

Also,
emergency there is NO

during a snow

parking on any of the
hills in the village. This
includes Stimpson,
Green, Scott, and Sea-
man Avenues. If you do
not have a driveway you
can park at one of the
following locations:
#Sacred Heart Church
on Stimpson Avenue
#Trinity

on Main Street. One is
across from the post of-
fice next to the auto re-
pair shop and one is
next to Mahar’s.

Trash Violations (Orders of Remedy)

We've been forced to hand out some violations for overstuffed trash cans. These
violations do NOT initially carry a fine, but if the problem is not corrected a fine
will result. A good rule of thumb is this: if the lid fully closes - you're good. If
the amount of trash causes the lid to be open half way or more you will proba-
bly get a violation notice. Hint: probably some of the overflowing trash is recy-
clable. Cardboard and plastic soda bottles can fill up a trash bag fast. These
items can go into the blue recycling can. We very much appreciate everyone
recycling as much as they can. This saves the village money on the weight of the
trash. We make money on our recyclables. Recycling is good for the environ-

ment and sends a great message to our kids.

Frequently Asked Recycling Questions

Pizza Boxes - we do accept pizza boxes for recycling. Some trash haulers don’t.
Ours does.

Batteries - you can bring household batteries (AAA, AA, B, C, D) to Village

Hall and drop them in the recycle box and we’ll take it from there.

Furniture, broken dehumidifiers, old desks, things that didn’t sell at the village
wide yard sale - we will not pick up these items. You can take them to the
Schodack transfer station on Poyneer Road (open Tuesday - Saturday) or wait
for one of the two village cleanup days at the Brickyard off 9].

Styrofoam (packing from new TV’s, toys, etc) - this is not recyclable right now.
This is considered household trash and must be bagged
